The proposed location will serve
this growing population, and when fully completed, accommodate about 500 students
in kindergarien through Grade 8. This appropriation order covers the Commercial
Street purchase price as well as an allowance for the temporary use of the location as
swing space while the Eliot School undergoes its expansion plan.

Along with the School Committee’s support, your approval of this order will be
another step forward as we work together to improve the entire Boston Public School

system - a school system more parents are choosing to send their children to every year.
